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The Oncology Innovation Benefit gives members on all plans, except the KeyCare Plans, access to a defined list of high-cost
medicines and new technologies for a defined list of cancers. Your cover depends on your chosen health plan.

There may be some terms we refer to in the document that you may not be familiar with. Here are the meanings of these terms.

Co-payment

This is an amount that you need to pay towards a healthcare service. The amount can vary by the
type of covered healthcare service, place of service or if the amount the service provider charges is
higher than the rate we cover. If the benefit co-payment or upfront amount is higher than the
amount charged for the healthcare service, you will have to pay for the cost of the healthcare
service.

Designated service provider
(DSP)

A healthcare provider (for example doctor, specialist, allied healthcare professional, pharmacy or
hospital) who we have an agreement with to provide treatment or services at a contracted rate. Visit

Generic reference price

The generic reference price is the set amount we pay for a medicine category. This applies for
medicine that is not listed on the medicine list (formulary).
